NOTES ON ACCOUNTS AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. BASIS OF PREPARATION:
The accompanying financial statements have been prepared under the historical basis and confirm, in all 
material aspects, to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) India, which comprise the 
statutory provisions, guidelines of regulatory authori ties - Reserve Bank of India (RBI), accounting 
standards/ guidance notes issued by the Insti tute of Char tered Accountants of India (ICAI), and the 
practices prevalent in the banking industry in India.
2. USE OF ESTIMATE:
The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles 
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that af fect the repor ted amounts of assets 
and liabili ties, revenue and expenses and disclosures of contingent liabili ties at the financial statements. 
Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements are prudent 
and reasonable. Any revisions to the accounting estimates are recognized prospectively. However, 
actual results may dif fer from estimates.
3. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION:
The financial statements are prepared by following the going concern concept on historical cost basis 
unless otherwise stated and confirm to statutory provisions and practices prevailing in India. The bank's 
accounts and operations are governed by the present bye laws, provisions of the Gujarat State Co-
operative Societies Act, 1961 and Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (as applicable to Co-operative 
Societies) & rules made there under and guidelines of regulating authori ties and Reserve Bank of India 
Act, 1934, Accounting Standards, Guidance notes issued by the Insti tute of Char tered Accountants of 
India (ICAI), and the practices prevailing in the Co-operative Banking industry in India.
4. REVENUE RECOGNITION:
  a. Interest income is recognized in Profi t and Loss account on accrual basis except interest on Non 

Per forming Assets & Non Per forming Investments are recognized on realization basis, as per 
prudential norms and Guidelines of RBI.

b.     Recovery in NPA is first appropriated towards interest and the balance if any, towards principal.
c.    Where arrears of interest and principal are fully recovered, NPA account is reclassified as standard 

asset.
d.    Legal expenses in case of suit filed accounts are charged to Profi t & Loss account and separate 

control account is being maintained. Such amount when recovered is treated as Income.
5. INVESTMENT:
a.  The bank has categorized the investments in accordance wi th the RBI Gidelines                                                                                         

applicable to Co-operative banks. Accordingly, classification of investments for the purpose of 
valuation is done under the following categories:
•
•Availabili ty for sale 
•Held for trading

b.    Investments have been fur ther classified under five groups as required under RBI guidelines -
• Central/State Government securi ties,
• Shares in Co-operative insti tutions,
• Other investments with PSUs 
  for the purpose of disclosure in the Balance sheet.

c.    Basis of classification:
    Securi ties that are held principally for release within 90 days from the date of purchase are classified 

as 'Held for Trading'. Investments that the Bank intends to hold till maturi ty are classified as 'Held 
to Maturi ty'.

 •   Securi ties under the category 'Held to maturi ty' are valued at acquisition cost. Whenever the   

cost is higher than the face value, the premium is amor tized over the remaining period of maturi ty.
•    In case of investments under 'Held to maturi ty' category, where the cost price is less than the 
face value, the dif ference is ignored.
•   In sale of investments in this category (a) The net profi t is ini tially taken to profi t & loss account 
and thereaf ter net of applicable taxes and statutory reserve is appropriated to the 'Capital reserve 
account and (b) the net loss is charged to the Profi t & Loss account.
ii)     Available for Sale:
•      The individual securi ties under this category are marked to market.

Central Government securi ties are valued at market rates declared by Fixed Income Money Market 
and Derivatives Association of India (FIMMDA)
State Government securi ties, other approved securi ties, Debentures and Bonds are valued as per the 

yield curve, average credit spread rating and methodology suggested by FIMMDA.
Quoted shares are valued at Book value ascer tained from the latest available Balance sheet and in case 

the latest Balance sheet is not available, the same is valued at Rs. 1/- per share.
 Investment in discounted instruments viz. Treasury bills cer tificate of deposits and commercial papers 

are valued at carrying cost. 
Mutual funds instruments are valued at market rate or repurchase price or net asset value in that order 

depending in their availabili ty. 
Investment in securi ties receipts/PTCs ISSUED BY Assets Reconstruction Companies (ARCs) in respect 

of financial assets sold to ARCs are carried at lower of redemption value and net book value (i.e. Book 

value less provision held) of the financial assets.
Based on the above valuation under each of six sub classification under 'Available for sale':

- If i t is appreciation, the same is ignored.
- If i t results in net depreciation, the same is charged to Profi t & Loss account credited to 

Provision for Investment Depreciation Reserve (AFS) in the liabili ty side.
- The book value of securi ties is not charged respect of Marked to market (MTM) except as 

required by the RBI guidelines. Profi t or Loss on sale of investments in this category is 

accounted for in the Profi t & Loss account.
iii)   Held for Trading:
(a)  The individual scripts under this category are held at original cost. The same is valued at monthly intervals 

at market rates or as per the prices declared by FIMMDA, and in respect of each classification under this 

category, net depreciation if any, is charged to Profi t & Loss account and credited to Provision on 

Depreciation on Investment (HFT) under liabili ty. Net appreciation, if any is ignored. The book value of the 

securi ties is not charged af ter revaluation except as required by the RBI guidelines.
(b)  Profi t or Loss on sale of investment in this category is accounted for in the Profi t & Loss account.
iv)   The non per forming investment are identified and depreciation / provision is made as per RBI guidelines.
6.   ADVANCES:
a.    Advances are shown in Balance sheet at i ts actual outstanding balances. In terms of guidelines issued by 

the RBI, advances to borrowers are classified into 'Per forming' or 'Non per forming' assets based on 

recovery of Principal / Interest, Non Per forming Assets (NPA) are fur ther classified as Sub Standard, 

Doubt ful and Loss Assets.

The Provident Fund has to be deposited 

every month in the District of fice of Employee Provident Fund Organization depar tment before due date of 

return.
b)    Gratuity:

   The calculated demand from LIC is being paid on Annual basis. During the year under audit, Bank has 

contributed a sum of Rs. 9.97 Lakhs towards group gratuity fund.
8.    ACCOUNTING FOR PROVISIONS, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES/ASSETS:

    The Bank's policy is to ensure that the balance in provisions, specific funds and assets are adequate to 
cover the probable out-flow of any expenses/liabili ties and total principal amount outstanding in respect of 
all Non-per forming Advances, as also all other contingencies including un-serviced and doubt ful 
investments and accordingly recognizes the provisions only when a reliable estimate of the amount of the 
obligation can be made.
